Asotin Creek – 250,000 unmarked smolts - Tucannon Stock – This will be a conservation 
program with potential for a terminal area fishery. 
 
Ringold Springs – Number of smolts undetermined – There is potential for production at this 
facility. This was proposed within the Southern Resident Killer Whale production plan without 
finalized production numbers to date.
