The Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife (Department) will hold an art contest to select the artwork
that will be featured on the 2020 Upland Game Bird Stamp. The sale of upland game bird stamps funds
game bird research, surveys, habitat improvement and conservation projects.

Contest Dates
Entries will be accepted between August 30 and 5 p.m. on September 27, 2019 at the Oregon
Department of Fish and Wildlife headquarters, 4034 Fairview Industrial Drive SE, Salem, OR 97302.

Subject/ Eligible Species
Art entries must feature Sage-grouse in its natural habitat setting.

Prize
The winning artist will receive a $2,000 award.

Entry Rules
e Artist depictions must be identifiable as the eligible species or will be disqualified from the
competition.

e Image size of each entry shall measure 13 inches by 18 inches—landscape or portrait.

e  Full color medium. No photographs, sculptures, fabric art, computer-generated or computer-
enhanced art, or carvings will be accepted.

e Artwork must be mounted and/or matted (white only), but not framed or under glass.

e Artwork must be the artist’s original creation. A direct copy of another person’s artwork or
photograph is not acceptable.

o Artwork must be unsigned by the artist.

e Artwork previously used in production or entered into any state or federal stamp competition,
including Oregon, will be disqualified.

e Artwork must be completely dry. The Department is not responsible for damage to any artwork that
is submitted wet or uncured.

e All entries must be submitted in sturdy reusable containers. Artwork will be returned to the artist in
the same packaging as originally submitted. The Department will not be liable for a loss or damage
during shipment to or from the Department’s office.

e Itis the responsibility of each entrant to obtain adequate property insurance coverage for their
contest submission. The Department assumes no liability for damage, loss, or theft of any entry.

e  Artists may submit more than one entry.

e  Artists must submit a completed Art Competition Entry Form (see below) with each entry. The
Department reserves the right to use this information for publicity should the entry be selected.

e Department employees are not eligible to participate in the contest.

Judging Criteria
The contest winner will be chosen by a panel of judges comprised of one Oregon Fish and Wildlife
Commissioner and four citizens appointed by the Director or their designee.

The panel will score:

e Artistic composition

e Anatomical accuracy of the species
e Habitat accuracy

e General rendering

e Background

e General appeal

Art Show

e After the judging is complete, the artwork will be available to be viewed by the public. An
announcement as to the location and timing of the judging and art show will be provided in
advance.

e Indicate on the Art Competition Entry Form whether you authorize the Department to provide your
contact information to members of the public who may be interested in purchasing your entry if you
do not win the contest.

Winning Entry

e The winning entry becomes the exclusive property of the Department, which retains all
reproduction rights of the winning entry.

e The artist shall sign, at no charge, up to 250 stamps and/ or prints for sale by the Department.

About the Upland Game Bird Stamp Program

Oregon has had an upland game bird stamp every year since 1990. Upland game bird validations are
now printed directly on hunting licenses, so the Department no longer requires a physical stamp be
carried in the field while hunting. However, the Department still makes the stamp available (at no
additional charge) to hunters who purchased a validation. Stamp collectors may also purchase the
stamp.
