Each of the 40 
unframed limited-edition prints is signed by the artist and hand numbered.

Jeffrey Klinefelter was born and raised in the small town of Etna Green Indiana. He has had an 
interest in art from a very early age, having a passion for the outdoors and a desire to create art 
inspired by nature. He graduated from Indiana University Herron School of Art and Design in 1974 
and has been working as a freelance artist ever since. He won his fi rst art contest in 1988 and has 
placed fi rst in several stamp competitions including California’s Upland Game Bird Stamp Contest 
for three consecutive years. In addition to his art, Klinefelter contributes to the community through 
serving as a member of the board at Potawatomi Wildlife Park, as a president of the Etna Green 
Lion’s Club, and as a member of The Nature Conservancy. Klinefelter fi nds joy in art and also takes 
pride that his stamps contribute to wildlife conservation.
